Music 2nd Trimester Overview

4-6th Grade
Students have been participating in Music Olympics. This will help reinforce the prior knowledge such as note reading and music symbols/terminology learned from their theory work. They have finished one event and will be taking a short break so they can begin preparing two songs for the next concert (December 9th).

3rd Grade
Currently, students are preparing for our December 9th concert. Students will continue to advance their recorder skills. Starting in January, they will be looking at the various instruments and categories of instruments as well as a further review of basic rhythm and sound concepts. Some of this will be done with simple music experiments. With the prospect of starting band next year, students will be exposed to their available options.

K-2nd Grade
Concert music is our current focus in lower grade levels. Following the concert, they will be focused on rhythm. They have previously learned basic rhythm. First and second grade students will also be expanding that knowledge to include time signatures and bar lines. All groups will add additional notes and rests to their repertoire. The use of various rhythm instruments will also be implemented. Kindergarten will additionally learn a series of music with a focus on character education.

PK 

The focus will be response to music. Students will try various music activities while singing and playing instruments. Various styles will include echo songs, rhythm activities and moving to music.

Music 3rd Trimester Overview

4-6th Grade
Students have just begun a keyboard unit. They will be learning simple songs and techniques on how to play. This will help reinforce the prior knowledge such as note reading and music symbols/terminology learned from their theory work. They will also be developing their vocal abilities by preparing two songs for the next concert (June 9th). On June 4th, the 4th-6th grade after school chorus students will be participating in the Great East Music Festival in Springfield, MA. 

3rd Grade
Students will continue to advance their recorder skills. They have learned the upper register of the instrument and, they will continue by adding the lower (more difficult) register. They will also be looking at the various instruments and categories of instruments as well as a further review of basic rhythm and sound concepts. Some of this will be done with simple music experiments. With the prospect of starting band next year, students will be exposed to their available options. They will also be starting concert music after April vacation.

K-2nd Grade
The lowers grades will be focused on rhythm. They have previously learned basic rhythm through clapping exercises. They will be adding rhythm sticks as well as taking a more productive role in composing rhythms. First and second grade students will also be expanding that knowledge to include time signatures and bar lines. All groups will add additional notes and rests to their repertoire. The use of various rhythm instruments will also be implemented. Concert music will also be slowly integrated as the year progresses. Kindergarten will additionally learn a series of music with a focus on character education.

PK
