Dear Parents/Guardians and Students:

Scotland School uses the PowerSchool student information system to handle school administrative tasks and for electronic grade book support. PowerSchool features a Parent Portal that allows you the ability to track the academic progress of your child. Parents/guardians can access grades by logging on to PowerSchool and entering the unique parent or student username and password that was included in the letter sent home. We believe that providing you with on-line access regarding your child’s academic progress will greatly enhance home/school communication.

To log into PowerSchool from your home computer, launch your web browser (such as Internet Explorer) and type:

This is the address for our PowerSchool server. From here you can create your own user name and can associate your child’s account with your login account using the student data provided in the letter sent home.

Please be aware that PowerSchool is an online grade book compiled by teachers. Student grades for assignments, projects, tests, and quizzes may not always be available immediately. Further, teacher response time in recording data may vary due to the complexity and length of the assignment/project/test/quiz that is given.

Also note that preschool students are graded on standards directly. To view grades for a preschool student click on the “Standards Grades” tab once you’ve logged in.
