Dear Parents and Guardians of Fourth Graders,

Here is an outline of what our Fourth grade has been learning and a brief summary of what we will be exploring this next semester.

In Social Studies, we studied the Northeast Region of the United States last marking period.  We are currently working on studying the Southwest region.

In Science last marking period, students learned how organisms are classified into the five kingdoms.  This marking period we will start by studying food webs and chains in different ecosystems, and later will explore how water changes the layout or geography of the land.

We have been working on using our five senses to generate details in our writing, as well as how to create sentence variety by “flipping the sentence”. Students have taken their fourth writing prompt.  We will be continuing to work on fine-tuning our narrative writing with the use of the Empowering Writer’s Curriculum and the Narrative Diamond, as well as the John Collin’s Cumulative Writing Process.

Our third book report for reading is a recommendation we will be writing on a realistic fiction book. In January and February, students will be reading non-fiction books on an ecosystem of their choice and writing reports on that ecosystem.  We are currently finishing up our second unit in reading.  We are working on text to text connections questions that the state might put on the CMT.  

Time and will be the focus of Math for the next couple weeks.
