Multiplication Facts

Skip Counting with TouchMath!

(multiplication facts)

     A great way to learn multiplication facts and develop "automaticity" is to learn the "products" (answers) in sequence & be able to recite the answers in sequence quickly & automatically. This is called "skip counting". Our 6th graders used this process last year in our co-taught math class with Mrs. Jahnke.  We call this strategy TouchMath and it can be used to +, -, x, and ÷ more fluently!  For example, to sequence count by 6's you would say: 6, 12, 18, 24, 30, 36, 42, 48, 54, 60.  Please ask for a laminated sequence strip for each of the facts-this is much easier than memorizing all the facts and forgetting them with disuse (all our 5th graders had these last year)!  As long as you know the Touchpoints on the number you’re multiplying, all you need to do is recite the sequence!
